This year, we are pleased to present
Kent Garder, PhD, President and Chief Economist for the Center for Governmen-
tal Research. Dr. Gardner’s topic is titled “Is Rochester’s Economy Ready to
Soar?” Rochester’s economy has led the rest of NYS since the “Great Recession”
began in 2008. With a diversified base of firms, Rochester may be positioned
for steady growth. Come hear Dr. Gardner discuss prospects for the global and
local economies.

Dr. Gardner’s expertise is in economics and public finance. Issues explored
range from public finance and economic competiveness to energy and
organizational efficiency. Dr. Gardner also has extensive experience assessing
the economic and fiscal impacts of major developments, institutions or policy
changes on communities, religions and the state. His analyses have addressed
existing and proposed institutions, programs and physical developments. He
has previously served on NY Governor David Patterson’s Council of
Economic Advisors and is the Vice President of the Governmental Research
Association. One of his many current projects include supporting New York’s
Power Authority analysis of the economic contribution of low cost hydropower
to the Western New York economy. He has also been instrumental in
addressing the economic impact of wind farm development, economic and
social impacts of casino gambling, and the contribution of New York State
government to the development and allocation of below-market energy, to
name just a few. Dr. Gardner holds B.A. and Ph.D. degrees from the University
of Wisconsin at Madison. He joined the Center for Governmental Research in
1991 as Director of Economic Analysis and became President in 2005.
Previously he was Associate Professor of Economics at Potsdam College of the
State University of New York, where he also founded the North Country
Economic Research Center.
